An ongoing process that aims at assessing more than 2000 Mediterranean species according to the IUCN Regional Red Listing Guidelines, the initiative provides information on the conservation status of the fauna and flora of the Mediterranean region, an area considered as a global biodiversity hotspot at both terrestrial and marine levels. 	World's most endangered primates revealed

Mankind’s closest living relatives – the world’s apes, monkeys, lemurs and other primates – are on the brink of extinction and in need of urgent conservation measures according to Primates in Peril: The World’s 25 Most Endangered Primates, 2008–2010.  The report, compiled by 85 experts from across the world, reveals that nearly half of all primate species are now in danger of becoming extinct from destruction of tropical forests, illegal wildlife trade and commercial bushmeat hunting. 	Trondheim conference calls for new biodiversity targets

High level IUCN representatives were among the keynote speakers at the Sixth Trondheim Conference on Biodiversity held in Norway at the beginning of February.  The main objectives of the conference were to consider the lessons learned from the 2010 biodiversity target and to provide the Convention on Biological Diversity with a sound basis for developing post-2010 biodiversity targets. IUCN President, Ashok Khosla and Jane Smart, Director of IUCN's Biodiversity Conservation Group, addressed the conference.  Full story

	
	Whales, dolphins and porpoises threatened by over-fishing

For many years, fisheries activities have increasingly placed pressure on the world’s fish stocks, but a recent scientific report, launched this week by the Convention on the Conservation of Migratory Species of Wild Animals (UNEP/CMS), outlines the gravity of the consequences for another group of animals: the toothed whales.  Data from the IUCN Red List of Threatened Species™ supports the report, which reveals that whales, dolphins and porpoises are currently suffering dramatic declines as a result of becoming entangled, and consequently drowned, in the astonishing variety of fishing equipment in use throughout our oceans, including trawls and longlines. The report states that 86% of all toothed whale species are at major risk of becoming accidentally trapped as by-catch, and that 13 species of toothed whale are also struggling to cope with dwindling food supplies as a result of over-fishing. 	John Thorbjarnarson – Crocodile Specialist Group member 

Grahame Webb CSG Chair writes: John Thorbjarnarson passed away on 14 February 2010, in a hospital in New Delhi, India. It appears that he had complications arising from cerebral malaria.  It is hard to encapsulate the personal and professional loss that this means to many CSG members.  At a professional level JT was one of the rare CSG members who did a great deal of very sound biological and ecological research in the field, on a number of different species of crocodilians, and then - particularly through his position with the Wildlife Conservation Society - worked tirelessly in many countries, with many challenging crocodilian conservation and biological problems, always encouraging and helping a  new and growing cadre of people.  He was always available to the cast a discerning eye on issues forwarded to him, and his opinions often became CSG policy on particular problems. At a personal level he was a true and close friend of many CSG members.  I know that all CSG members will be greatly saddened by this tragedy, and will want to express their condolences to his family. 


	
	Nesting of Loggerhead Turtles in Pakistan confirmed by Marine Turtle SG Co-Chair Nicolas Pilcher

KARACHI February 14: Renowned turtle expert Nicolas J Pilcher, who was in Karachi for a seminar on threats to the turtles in Pakistan has confirmed that a third species, the Loggerhead was also nesting on these shores.  Until now the only two species recorded nesting in the country were the green turtles (Chelonia mydas) and a smaller number of Olive Ridleys (Lepidochelys olivacea). By far the most widespread nesting is by the green turtle, from the eastern shores of Sindh Province all the way to the western shores of Balochistan. Full story


	
	Biodiversity: My hotel in action - the video

A video designed to make the hotel industry more aware of the importance of biodiversity has been launched by IUCN, in partnership with Accor, the European leader in hotels.  From cotton towels and sheets in guest rooms, to food in the restaurant and wood used for furniture and fittings, the products of biodiversity are everywhere inside hotels. Outside, plants and animals make a hotel’s public spaces and gardens attractive for guests, while beyond the hotel gates, parks, green spaces, coasts and natural habitats provide guests with opportunities for recreation and enjoyment. Restaurant chefs, spa managers, interior designers and shopkeepers all have a role to play. Their seafood choices in the menus, selection of medicinal and aromatic plants for the spas, use of live animals and plants in hotel grounds, selection of wildlife-based souvenirs, offers of excursions, all contribute to the overall impact on biodiversity. 	Efforts to investigate threats to South Africa’s Cape Parrot 

The Cape Parrot Poicephalus (robustus) robustus is highly threatened in South Africa irrespective of its taxonomic status (the Red Data Book for South African Birds regards it as a full species and lists it as critically endangered though BirdLife International and IUCN regard it as a subspecies of the Brown-necked Parrot P. robustus, which they treat globally as Least Concern on the IUCN Red List). The Cape Parrot is a habitat and a dietary nomadic dependent on Afromontane Yellowwood Podocarpus forest, which is suffering from loss and fragmentation. The bird has been subject to local poaching for several decades but owing to its rarity and greatly increased value, it is now almost certainly threatened by illegal international trade. This is difficult to prove in a large developing country where crime and corruption are common but it is being monitored. International trade is not currently listed as a primary threat so the species only has CITES Appendix 2 protection status. The entire global meta-population approximates 1000-1500 individuals scattered across a wide range, making census and protection difficult. Added to this, Cape Parrots are now suffering from a major outbreak of psittacine beak and feather disease, which can cause heavy mortality, particularly in young and malnourished birds. There is no treatment although research into producing and developing a vaccine is fairly well advanced. 	Iberian Lynx Ex-situ Conservation: An Interdisciplinary Approach

Published by Fundación Biodiversidad in collaboration with the International Union for Conservation of Nature, Species Survival Commission (IUCN/SSC) Cat Specialist Group
Chief editor: Astrid Vargas (Director, Iberian Lynx Ex situ Conservation Programme; Spanish Ministry of the Environment) / Associated editors: Christine Breitenmoser & Urs Breitenmoser (Co-chairs, IUCN/SSC Cat Specialist Group)

This new publication represents the collaborative international work carried out towards the conservation of the Iberian lynx during the past five years, but also portrays similar studies and approaches from other felid species from various areas of the world. The book includes five sections and more than 200 photographs contributed by national and international photographers. The first part presents a review of the in situ situation and field conservation activities. The second part deals with genetic aspects and the behaviour and husbandry of Iberian lynx in captivity. The third part compiles papers on veterinary aspects and health issues, which became increasingly important in recent years. The fourth part looks at reproductive physiology of a variety of felid species, placing special emphasis on the latest findings on lynx reproduction. Lastly, the fifth part provides an overview of reintroduction techniques and case studies of felid reintroduction projects.  Although the book´s main language is English, abstracts and illustration captions from each chapter are presented in both English and Spanish; the prologue, preface and epilogue are also offered in both languages.

	Can economics really save wild nature?

Global policy makers and business leaders should urgently address the growing biodiversity crisis, according to Pavan Sukhdev, a Special Adviser to the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) Green Economy Initiative.  Speaking at the annual Earthwatch Oxford lecture on 10 February, Mr. Sukhdev outlined the role business can play in redefining economics for the 21st century around a new sustainable model, which fundamentally values and protects the natural world.  Entitled ‘Can economics really save wild nature?’, the event was co-hosted by Earthwatch and strategy consultancy/think tank SustainAbility.  Around 300 people attended the event, including senior business leaders, opinion formers, and representatives from the science and NGO communities.  Earthwatch is an International NGO Member of IUCN. Coastal ecosystems in the Pacific region are under severe threat. Increasing population, coastal development, squatter settlements and increasing demand for resources are having a serious impact. Climate change will only make things worse for these vulnerable coastal areas, and urgent action is needed to address the ongoing threats.  A new project named “Mangrove Ecosystems for Climate Change and Livelihoods” (MESCAL), will help Pacific islanders protect and conserve their mangroves to improve their livelihoods and build resilience to the impacts of climate change on coastal zones. Wild Talk speaks to Andrea Athanas, from IUCN's Business and Biodiversity Programme, about the aluminium life cycle and the hope that this initiative will encourage others in the industry to follow suit.
· Green Glamour, biodiversity and the fashion industry Sustainable fashion is more than a hard-core environmentalist’s dream, it can also be trendy. Christina Dean, founder of Eco Chic fashion shows, brought her green catwalk to the UN headquarters in Geneva, and tells us about the concept. The fashion show marked the end of the two-day seminar organized by UNCTAD for the International Year of Biodiversity, to explore the role fashion industry can play in raising awareness and encouraging sustainable consumption patterns, Eduardo Escobedo from UNCTAD’s Bio Trade initiative explains.
· Restoring forests to improve livelihoods – four years of successes and influence. One-third of the earth is covered by forests, but half of them are degraded. In almost four years of existence, IUCN's Livelihoods and Landscape Strategy (LLS) has changed the lives of poor communities around the world by restoring forest services, improving livelihoods and creating means of income. Jamie Gordon, Knowledge Management Officer for LLS, describes a few of those success stories and explains how LLS experience has been adopted as a model by governments and donor organizations for new strategies.
· Drawing the future for forest communities Forest communities are using art to stake a claim on their future. As part of IUCN's Livelihoods and Landscapes Initiative, Intu Boedhihartono encourages local people to draw how they see the areas that they live in now and how they imagine they could change in a few years time. The visualisation techniques give forest communities a voice with policy makers so that they can help determine changes to the landscape which will affect them the most. Wild Talk spoke to Intu to find out how drawings can influence forests of the future.
